demolitions date.  
3. Final design MCHPC/DNR of kiosk/pavilion- Funding update plus Friends group 

funds available.  
4. IDNR of trails and signage IDNR is in favor – who does the drawings layout 

(MCHPC/Friends Group/IDNR)
