A. Historic Jail Museum Preservation and Reuse Funding - Pruitt (possible action
items)

1. Update — Friends of the Old Jail fundraising — pledges and income to
CFGM - Review of income from letters and personal contacts — Beveridge No
change in status. Beveridge requested an update and 25 copies of the brochure.
Pruitt will provide.

4. Historic lowa marker for Historic Jail — status — Pruitt reported that marker for
the Jail was delayed for all lowa markers due to manufacturing backlog.
